What is inertia?

If you haven’t got a lemon you could 

use a small orange, small ball etc. 

What is inertia? 

 

Isaac Newton’s First Law states that an object stays still or keeps 

moving at the same speed and in a straight line unless it is acted upon by a 

force. 

 In simple terms that means if an object isn’t moving (imagine a book on 

the floor) it won’t start to move unless a force makes it move (for 

example, if you push the book). 

Isaac Newton’s First Law is known as the Law of Inertia.
