The medical consent form will not be accepted without your child’s NHS Number.   
 
For any other medicines, please contact school to request an Administration of Medication form. 
This must be sent to school with any medication that your child should need during the trip 
(inhalers, creams etc).  Named medicines should be handed in by Friday, 8th October at the 
latest, with the completed consent form, in a labelled bag.
