	Monday
	What is a Legend?

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	Tuesday
	Reading and Dictionary work

	Thursday
	To Describe the Character of St. George
Today, we are going to write a few sentences to describe St. George. 
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What might St. George be wearing?
What adjectives could you use to describe his armour?
Use a thesaurus to search for the word, ‘shining’. If you don’t have a thesaurus at home, search for an online thesaurus or use the thesaurus option on word under the ‘review’ tab. Also look up ‘brave’ in the thesaurus.  

Take a look at the attached vocabulary list and also the model character description. Can you write your own description of St. George? It doesn’t need to be long, just 2 or 3 really good sentences.

	Story Telling Task
Today, I would like to practise retelling the story of St. George in your own words. You do not need to write anything down. This is an oral story telling task and will help children to remember the story. We do this type of task a lot at school. 

I have prepared a prompt sheet to help you which has some pictures from the story and some sentence starters. Try to include the wonderful description you wrote yesterday, describing the character of St. George. 

Practise re-telling the story a few times until you are really good at it and you can tell it in an exciting way with lots of expression.
