You may still not be entirely certain, but let me assure you that I am more
mature now. The fact is I am most definitely ready for this responsibility
and T would like you to acknowledge this by adding a dog to our family.

The end is summarising the letter by stating they are responsible. There is a
closing statement asking for what they would like clearly.

like you to acknowledge this by adding a dog to our family.
Strongly summarises the need for a dog.
