Writing including Grammar
[image: ]Our new theme for English is stories from another culture, particularly the stories from countries in the Pacific Rim. Here is a map to show the countries (in blue) that border the Pacific Ocean. Australia is one of these. We are looking at Australia because Aborigines (indigenous, native people who are descended from groups that lived in Australia before the British settled there) have the longest surviving cultural history on Earth. It is between 50,000 and 60,000 years old. We will look at the ‘Dreaming stories’. The Aboriginal Dreaming means ‘to see and understand the law’. It is the way the Aborigines pass on important knowledge, cultural values and belief systems to future generations. Their stories focus on how animals evolved.

Use them to write a diamante poem like ‘The Crow’, following the structure of 1 noun, 2 adjectives & so on Upload your poems onto Sharepoint. Why not share them on Twitter too if you can!
