PE Grant Funding – IMPACT 2016/2017
The government has again released money to school for PE and sports development, improvement and enrichment for 2016/2017.  This funding is to be used to improve the quality and breadth of PE and sports provision.

Each primary school has therefore been allocated a sum of money from this funding stream that they have to spend on PE.

The aim of the funding is to improve PE and sports provision, including:

· Breadth of Provision

· Quality of Provision

· Increase participation in sport

· Development of healthy lifestyles

· Increased performance levels

Below is an outline of how we targeted this funding and the impact this funding has had on our pupils.

	The School Sport Apprenticeship scheme aims to support the school in the following areas:

1. The delivery of high quality school sport and coaching, including whole school events and initiatives

2. To help develop and deliver a high quality out of school hours programme for sport and physical activity (focussed on increasing participation)

3. Support the co-ordination and delivery of competitive sport opportunities and events

4. To support the development and delivery of PE and school sport so that all young people feel confident about taking part in physical activity and improve their personal qualities that affect their attitudes to school and learning.  

5. Assist in the development and delivery of targeted group work focussed on physical, social and moral development. 

(E.g. SEN, gifted and talented, individual work)

	Mr Woods has made many impacts since his arrival in September 2016. Firstly, he delivers 
PE lessons to all year groups coming into contact with all students on a rotation basis. This year he has been responsible for coaching Football, Basketball, Tag Rugby, Netball , Hockey, Rounders, Athletics and Cricket. 
In addition, he provides exciting lunch time sporting opportunities (Tuesday – Friday), varying the activities throughout the year. All children across the four year groups are free to access these sessions should they wish.  

Mr Woods also supports the out of school hours programme for sport and physical activity, leading his own weekly SAQ breakfast club, Multi Sport Club and Girls Football Club, whilst also supporting Mr Partner (PE Coordinator) with the school Football and Rugby clubs. 

Furthermore, he has attended local school sport tournaments to provide support to Mr Partner and help to coach the children on the day of the event. So far this year, he has attended Tri golf, Indoor Athletics, Football and Tag Rugby competitions.  

With support from the school, Mr Woods has established focus groups in different year groups, working closely with individual children to aid their personal confidence and competence. Class Teachers have utilised Mr Woods to deliver active numeracy & active literacy lessons.  

In the coming weeks, Mr Woods will be delivering a special multi skills event (to year 3&4) and will be supporting Mr Partner with a new Sports Leadership and gifted & talented programme. 


	Thursday after school club – January to July

	The school runs many after school clubs but this funding has been used to employ specialist external coaches to provide extra opportunities on top of those already provided by staff at the school. Metcalf Sports have delivered these sessions throughout the year (Thursday) and will continue to do so until the end of the summer term.
