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English Writing including Grammar
	
	Year 5 continue to develop their persuasive writing skills this week and we will now look at writing persuasive letters to argue a point of view.

	Monday 
	Begin by discussing the answers to these questions 
1. Have you ever written a letter?
If yes, what was the reason you wrote this letter?
2. What other reasons might people have for writing letters? 
Open and look at the example of a letter of complaint
Before reading the letter of complaint, look at the general layout of the letter. Discuss the answers to these questions.
1. Why does the letter have two addresses at the top? 
2. How does the ending of the letter differ from an informal letter?

Explain that ‘yours faithfully’ is used when you do not know the name of the person you are writing to and ‘yours sincerely’ is used when you do know the person’s name.

Read the letter. Discuss the tone of the letter, the organisation of the letter and any formal vocabulary (language used to someone important) 
Ask the children to put some of the formal vocabulary into their own words.
Example – I profoundly disagree   >    I am strongly against

	Print It – Complaint writing template 
Today we are going to begin to compose a letter of complaint about a chosen subject. 
Choose one of the following situations below.
· Whilst playing on your local playground you ripped your best Adidas tracksuit on a nail that was sticking out from the climbing frame. Write to your local council to complain about your ruined tracksuit.
· After receiving a new game for your Playstation, you find that it does not work. You send it back to the company you bought it from, asking for a replacement. Many weeks have passed and you still haven’t been sent a new game.  Write to the company, Gamesquest, to complain about their service.
· You live in a small village and there is very little for children of your age to do in the evening. Write to your local council to complain about the lack of facilities in your village.

Use the Letter of Complaint writing frame (attached) to help you structure your letter.
Dear …
Introduction
What are you complaining about?
What would you like to be done about your complaint?
Yours…
Awesome letter writers should consider: how to set out the letter, the tone of the letter and any formal vocabulary that could be used.
Task – Complete sections 1 & 2 introduction and what you are complaining about. Remember to paragraph your work.  You can have several paragraphs per section.

	Wednesday
	Today we will continue to draft your letter of complaint, trying to use formal vocabulary and set the correct tone. By the end of this session you should finish your first draft explaining what you would like to see done about your complaint.
 
For example – I would seriously encourage councillors to look at the positive benefits of building a shiny new skateboard park in my village to give young people something active to do after a hard day at school.   

	Thursday
	Grammar & Punctuation 
Firstly, read back through your draft letter of complaint and point out any words in the text that contain apostrophes, e.g. street’s.
Revise the two types of apostrophe.
1. Apostrophes for possession show that something belongs to somebody or something. 
For example, the car that belongs to dad can be written dad’s car.

2. When something belongs to more than one person the apostrophe comes after the ‘s’.
The sweets that belong to the girls can be written the girls’ sweets.


Which type of apostrophe has been used most in your text? 
(You may prefer to look back at the example from Monday).

Task – Complete the apostrophe activity sheet to revise apostrophes for possession.

Ambitious words can be: 
• High utility words – e.g. conclude, apparent, examine

• Adjectives – e.g. exceptional, claret, horrendous 
• Adverbs – e.g. menacingly, gracefully, cautiously
