
 

YEAR 5 Home-School Support W/C: 11.05.20 

English 

 Year 5 will this week look at debating as a method to be persuasive and put across 

their points of view.  

Monday  Introduce the idea of a debate as another way of putting across points of view and explain 

the nature of a debate. You are either For & Against the topic of debate e.g. mobile phones 

in school  

Brainstorm typical some issues that you could debate in school, e.g. Should we wear school 

uniform, have longer school days, mobile phones in school, do homework.  

Explain that a typical debate follows a structure like below:  

- ‘for’ side put over their point of view 

- ‘against’ side put over their point of view 

- audience asks questions 

- ‘for’ side conclude their argument 

- ‘against’ side conclude their argument 

- audience votes on which side wins the debate. 

 

Introduce the debate planning sheet (attached) section by section and explain that we will 

be using this sheet later in the week.

Begin today by reading the leaflet ‘Save Greenfield Forest’ (attached) 

Q. What do you think the leaflet is saying? 

Task - Comment on the persuasive devices that have been used to try to get people to 

agree with this point of view. 

 e.g. the word ‘fact’ makes people think that all that is said on the page is true. 

 

Discuss whether the ‘facts’ can be taken as truth or not. Ask the children to give reasons 

for their answers. 

 

Does this leaflet persuade you the reader to support the cause?          

 

Use this information to help you fill out the debate planning sheet (attached) shown to you 

yesterday. The debate title has been done for you: 

Should the proposed road extension to Denby Road near Greenfield Forest go ahead?  

You need to write this debate from the point of view you are against the road expansion.  

The first 2 sections are easy as you have the information on the leaflet but please write 

any paragraphs in your own words. Remember to try and use the persuasive devices shown 

over the last couple of weeks. e.g. Rhetorical questions, Persuasive language phrases  

Stop after you complete box 2  - arguments to use in the debate.  

Wednesday Continue to complete your debate planning sheet Boxes 3 & 4 but this time you need to 

think about the possible opposing arguments. E.g. We need the Denby Road to be built to 

ensure workers can commute to work without causing congestion in the smaller villages, 

especially during the school run.     

Remember though you are against the Road being built so come back with an answer to this 

point of view. E.g It is true the road expansion may reduce congestion in Greenfield Forest 

but what about all the outstanding areas of natural beauty destroyed to accommodate this 

poorly thought-out scheme. Where is there any thought for the plants and animals?  

Thursday  

Debate Day – Normally we would split the class in half and have a large debate with both 

sides following the debate structure mentioned on Monday. One side would in favour and 

the other against. Today you must argue why the proposed road expansion of Denby Road 

near to Greenfield Forest should not go ahead and you should call for these plans to be 

shelved.  You will need your plan from yesterday and I suggest you practise reading it out 

so that if flows and doesn’t just sound like you are just listing points. If you confident put 

expression in your voice to convince the pretend audience to agree with your side of the 

debate. Try to imagine you are talking to an audience. Be calm, clear and make sure your 

voice can be heard. Why not record yourself delivering your points of view then tweet us 

your video.   



Friday  GPS 

You will need the two documents for this: Join the clauses and Conjunction cards. 

 

This is a really useful recap as we have studied conjunctions (linking words) to 

extend simple sentences into complex sentences. Begin by reading each sentence 

and making a guess as to which conjunction could link the simple sentences 

together. Remember the conjunction word extends the sentence and removes the 

need for 2 shorter clauses and 2 full stops. 

 

Before completing the sheet, look at the conjunction cards to help you make your 

selection. There may be more than one possibility per sentence. If this is the case 

list all the possibilities, then underline the one you think is the most likely answer.  

Example  

Arthur sat down on the sofa. He was extremely tired. 

Arthur sat down on the sofa because he was extremely tired.
