	Year 5 will be learning the skills of Persuasive writing this term and we begin this week with a persuasive argument to persuade George he should eat a more healthy and varied diet. 

	Monday 
	Begin by reading the sample text about text messaging to get a feel for what you will be expected to produce this week. 

Next print off the persuasion writing template and look how we are going to structure our writing this week. It is worth stressing at this point that the children must choose only one side of the argument to write about and stick to this throughout their work. They have to either be in favour or against but not both!
 
Let’s now look at the PowerPoint presentation attached called persuasion word tower and focus on the slide language of time / sequence. Awesome writers use this type of language in their arguments. 

Step 1 - Underline or highlight any language of time sequence used in the sample text about text messaging.
Now look at slides 3 & 4 about the language of cause and effect. 
Step 2 – Choose a different colour and underline or highlight any language of cause and effect used in the sample text. 
Step 3 – Read slide 5 - language of modality and highlight in a 3rd colour   any examples found in the sample text.

· In one paragraph, explain/elaborate your key message by giving evidence or examples to really reinforce your point. 
· Try to use the language of time sequence to begin sentences and add order to your arguments
· Don’t forget the language of cause and effect and modality to create make your points seem more powerful and convincing.

Edit it - Proof read your work and edit it before writing up your first argument in best on the Writing template provided.

Now repeat the steps above but choosing your second argument. Complete argument 2 box on the template.

Re-read the sample text on text messaging to gain ideas on how to summarise your arguments and bring to a conclusion. Usually this is done using a technique known as the power of 3 - The writer lists 3 points with each one getting slightly more convincing to the reader and leaving little doubt on what George should do next.
