Dear Mr Wormwood,

I am writing to express my disgust and dismay at the way residents of the Holly Tree Terrace and Meadow Garth communities have been treated with regards the state of the roads in the area.

For many months now potholes have been appearing in the road surface of Holly Tree Terrace. Now these holes have reached such a size that it is impossible for myself, and those living at numbers 5, 7 and 13, to enter our own driveways. This forces us to park our vehicles on the road, placing them at risk whilst also obscuring the vision of passing motorists. As we both know, Holly Tree Terrace is a narrow street that frequently has quite heavy traffic.

We have consistently brought this to your attention over the last eighteen months and have been at best fobbed off, and at worst ignored by council officials over this matter. How much longer are we expected to put up with this? Last week, Mrs Ivy Turngoose, one of the street’s more elderly residents, was admitted to hospital with a broken wrist after falling into the large pothole outside number 27. Surely this cannot go on for much longer. As a council tax payer, I do not feel it unreasonable of me to ask that this situation be remedied as soon as possible.
