INTERPRETATION

1. In these Articles:

(a) “the Academy" means the school referred to in Article 4 and established by
the Academy Trust;

(b) “Academy Financial Year” means the academic year from 1* of September to

31* of August in any year;

(c) “the Academy Trust’ means the company intended to be regulated by these
Articles and referred fo in Article 2;

(d) “Additional Govemors” means the Governors appointed pursuant to Article 62
and 62A,;

(h)  “Diocese” means the Church of England diocese in which the Academy is
situated;
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(@a) “the seal’ means the common seal of the Academy Trust if it has one;

(bb) “Secretary” means the secretary of the Academy Trust or any other person
appointed to perform the duties of the secretary of the Academy Trust, including a
joint, assistant or deputy secretary;

(cc) “Secretary of State” means the Secretary of State for Education or his

SUCCessor;

(dd) “Staff Govemors” means the Governors who may be appointed pursuant to
Article 58A;

(es) “teacher” means a person employed under a contract of employment or a
contract for services or otherwise engaged to provide his services as a teacher at the
Academy;

(ff)  “Trustees” means those trustees holding the school site and providing it to the

Academy Trust for use and occupation by the Academy;

(gg) “the United Kingdom” means Great Britain and Northem Ireland;

(hh)  words importing the masculine gender only shall include the feminine gender.
Words importing the singular number shall include the plural number, and vice versa;

(i) subject as aforesaid, words or expressions contained in these Articles shall,
unless the context requires otherwise, bear the same meaning as in the Companies
Act 2006, as appropriate;

i) any reference to a statute or statutory provision shall include any statute or
statutory provision which replaces or supersedes such statute or statutory provision

including any modification or amendment thereto.

The company’s name is Church Hill Church of England Junior School (and in this
document it is called “the Academy Trust”).

The Academy Trust’s registered office is to be situated in England and Wales.

promotion of the Object.

None of the income or property of the Academy Trust may be paid or transferred
directly or indirectly by way of dividend bonus or otherwise by way of profit to any
member of the Academy Trust. Nonetheless a member of the Academy Trust who is
not also a Governor may:

(a) benefitas a benéficiary of the Academy Trust;

(b) be paid reasonable and proper remuneration for any goods or services

supplied to the Academy Trust;

(©) be paid rent for premises let by the member of the Academy Trust if the

proper rate not exceeding 2% per annum below the base rate of a clearing
bank to be selected by the Govemnors, or 0.5%, whichever is the higher;

Companies Act 2006 applies; or

A resolution put to the vote of the meeting shall be decided on a show of hands
unless before, or on the declaration of the result of the show of hands, a poll is duly
demanded. Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act 2006, a poll may be
demanded:

(@) by the chairman; or

(b) by at least two Members having the right to vote at the meeting; or

(c) by a Member or Members representing not less than one-tenth of the total

voting rights of all the Members having the right to vote at the meeting.

Unless a poll is duly demanded a declaration by the chairman that a resolution has
been carried or carried unanimously, or by a particular majority, or lost, or not carried
by a particular majority and an entry to that effect in the minutes of the meeting shall
be conclusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or proportion of the

votes recorded in favour of or against such resolution.

The demand for a poll may be withdrawn, before the poll is taken, but only with the
consent of the chairman. The withdrawal of a demand for a poll shall not invalidate

the result of a show of hands declared before the demand for the poll was made.

(b) 3 Parent Governors appointed under Articles 53-58;

(c) 2 Staff Governors appointed under Article 58A;

(d) 3 Foundation Govemnors appointed under Article 58B;

(8)  the Principal,

(f any Additional Governors, if appointed under Article 62, 62A or 68A; and

(9) any Further Govemors, if appointed under Article 63 or Article 68A.

47. The Academy Trust may also have any Co-opted Govemor(s) appointed under
Article 59.

48. The first Governors shall be those persons named in the statement delivered
pursuant to sections 9 and 12 of the Companies Act 2006.

49. Future Governors shall be appointed or elected, as the case may be, under these
Articles. Where it is not possible for such a Governor to be appointed or elected due
to the fact that an Academy has not yet been established or the Principal has not

been appointed, then the relevant Article or part thereof shall not apply.

60.  The Secrefary of State may give a waming notice to the Govermnors (which he shall
copy to the Diocesan Board of Education) where he is satisfied:

(a) that the standards of performance of pupils at the Academy are unacceptably

low, or

(b) that there has been a serious breakdown in the way the Academy is

managed or governed; or

(c) that the safety of pupils or staff of the Academy is threatened (whether by a

breakdown of discipline or otherwise).

61.  For the purposes of Article 60 a ‘warning notice’ is a notice in writing by the Secretary
of State to the Academy Trust delivered to the Office setting out:

(a) the matters referred to in Article 60;

(b) the action which he requires the Governors to take in order to remedy those

matters; and

(c) the period within which that action is to be taken by the Govemors (‘the

compliance period’).

A Governor shall cease to hold office if he resigns his office by notice to the Academy
Trust (but only if at least three Governors will remain in office when the notice of
resignation is to take effect).

A Govemor shall cease to hold office if he is removed by the person or persons who
appointed him. This Article does not apply in respect of a Parent Governor.

Co-opted Governors appointed in accordance with Article 59 may be removed by a

resolution of the Governing Body provided that no Co-opted Governor may vote on

the removal of another Co-opted Governor
